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1UP 1DOWN RYDERZ  OF MONTGOMERY 
MOTORCYCLE CLUB BY-LAWS

1. Now known as the “1Up 1Down Ryderz M/C”, upon name should be referred to as the 1Up 1Down Ryderz of Montgomery Motorcycle Club.

2. PURPOSE:

The purpose of the 1Up 1Down Ryderz M/C is to unite the motorcycle riders of the Montgomery and surrounding areas into one group in order to establish wholesome sport, fun and safe recreation for all members.  Also, assist any cycle riders in the safe operation of their machine, if asked by said rider; and to help in the local community rendering what services possible to promote goodwill.      

3. REGISTRATION:

All applicants should ensure that their two wheeled vehicles are properly registered.  Proper state registration and vehicle insurance is required and must be presented prior to approval of application.

4. OPERATORS LICENSE:

Operators of two wheeled vehicles will posses a valid state operator’s license that has a valid motorcycle endorsement been validated by the President or Vice-President.

NOTE:  No unlicensed members will be permitted to operate two/three wheeled vehicle during “Club” activities. 

5. MECHANICAL INSPECTION:

All two wheeled vehicles must be inspected by a Club Officer prior to approval of application and must insure that his vehicle meets the minimum requirements to ensure safe trouble-free riding.

6. MEMBERSHIP REQUIREMENTS:

1. Membership in the club is voluntary.  Eligible persons who desire membership will be required to sign an application, stating their desire to join, and that the club will not be held responsible for bodily injury or for personal property damage resulting from club events or activities.

2. Persons seeking membership must have a motorcycle in good safe working order and must participate with club in prospect status for a minimum of 120 days.

3. Member must purchase a Club Vest at their expense.
4. Only 2 individuals are allowed to be a member of 1Up 1Down Ryderz M/C that DO NOT own a motorcycle.  Those individuals will be responsible for making sure our motorcycles are transported to an event.

1. These 2 positions are also voted on by all members and they have all rights as a member

2. They must have a vehicle capable of towing motorcycles and valid auto insurance
5. If a member is voted out of 1Up 1Down Ryderz MC and decides to re-join the club, he/she must catch up any dues owed and re-prospect for the 120 days.  No application fee is required because old member should have the vest, but must remove Middle Rocker from his/her vest.  After the 120 days, the board MUST vote the prospect back into the club.

7. MEMBERSHIP TERMINATION / LEAVES-OF-ABSENCE:

1. Voluntary termination

2. Termination by majority vote of club members, if deemed desirable.
3. Termination by majority vote of Executive Board
4. Non-payment of monthly dues/fees reaching a maximum of 3 months.

5. Leaves of Absence. (Becoming Inactive)
1. Members shall request the Executive Board or the Membership of the club to approve this leave as long as their dues are up to date.
2. At the end of the approved absences the member shall return and/or the club must vote on the member’s future status.
3. During Inactive Status, you are allowed to wear our colors, but the club will not be responsible for any of you traveling expenses or and purchases of uniforms
NOTE:
Current members that no longer own a “Working” motorcycle in the excess of 12 months will have their membership revoked by the Executive Board, but may reapply after obtaining one.  Member must hand over any club vest, shirts, stickers, and hats upon termination.
8. CLUB MEETINGS & ACTIVITIES:

1. All club members are required to attend scheduled meetings (1st Friday of each month) and activities (1 group activity per month) and will be notified of other established meeting dates/places/times etc.
2. Attire:  club colors and or club T-shirts.
3. Members must be on time.  A $5.00 every 15 minutes fine will be assessed as late fee for tardiness.
4. Members must be present for club meetings and activities.  A $25.00 fine will be assessed as an absence fee on mandatory meeting and mandatory activities.
5. If a member is absent from 3 consecutive meetings/activities, the fourth missed meeting/activity and subsequent missed meetings/activities will warrant a $50.00 absent fee.  Said member will appear before the executive board for counseling or other appropriate action.
6. Only with a valid excuse can Mandatory meetings/rides/events be missed.  If missed without a valid excuse, a $25.00 fine will be accessed
7. All members are required to attend at least 1 local event/activity & 1 group ride (weather permitting) per month. These would include but not limited to other motorcycle club events.  All members are required to attend mandatory club events, in addition to the mandatory 1 event and 1 group ride.  75% participation required
NOTE:

1. Only legitimate excuses for absentees or tardiness will exempt a member from the above policies.  The excuse must be approved by the President or Vice President at least 1 hour before the meeting/activity.

2. All above fines must be paid when levied and placed in the Club’s Treasury.

9. MEMBERSHIP APPROVAL:

Upon successful completion of the above requirements (Sections 3,4,5,6, & 8) the applicant must be voted into the club by a unanimous vote of club members present at the club meeting.

10.  CLUB BEHAVIOR:

1. Members must operate their two wheeled motorcycles in a safe manner that is within their own riding capabilities as to not endanger themselves or others at club activities.

2. Members must carry themselves in a manner that gives a positive representation of the club.

3. Offensive behavior and language is unacceptable in club colors and at club sanctioned activities.

4. Members are expected to willingly contact and ride with fellow club members (@ a minimum of once a month).

5. Everything discussed in Club Meeting is strictly confidential

NOTE: 

            Offenses of the above policies will result in counseling by the Executive Board and other 
            appropriate action as deemed necessary.

11.  PROSPECT FEES & DUES

1. New applicants (Prospects) applying for membership will not be inducted until membership the probationary period of six months is completed and all fees are paid.

2. Prospects fees are $100.00 ($50.00 non-refundable when application is turned in and $50.00 after probation period).  A late fee of $5.00 will be assessed for monthly dues not paid by meeting
3. Prospects must also pay $150.00 for club vest.

4. Prospects must attend 75% of all events that 1Up 1Down Ryderz M/C participate in.

5. Prospects must wear Prospects Vest at all events

6. Prospects will be voted on as new members after the following criteria has been met:

a. All fees have been paid

b. Vest has arrived

c. They have rode with 1Up 1Down Ryderz M/C at least 3 rides
7. The club will purchase 2 T-shirts for Prospects once they become members
8. Other members of another club that wish to become a member of 1Up 1Down Ryderz must be in Good Standing with the club they are leaving and must Prospect with our club.  If a Prospect held the office to President or Vice President in the club they are leaving, they DO have to Prospect with our club but the club has the option to decrease the prospecting requirements.
      NOTE:

1. The bylaws must be signed before initiation stating that the applicant accepts full responsibility for the club’s colors and that the property of 1Up 1Down M/C will remain as such and must be returned intact if and when membership is terminated, or “Leave of Absence” is granted.  

2. A full active member must pay monthly dues in the amount of $25.00 per month.  These monthly dues are payable to the Treasurer and due by the monthly meeting dates regardless of the member’s status.  A late fee of $5.00 will be assessed for monthly dues not paid by meeting

12. FINES & PENALTIES: **--- (Without regards to proper procedures)
1. Late to meetings or activities-------------------------------------$5.00 every 15 minutes

2. Absent from meetings or activities------------------------------$25.00 (unless approved by President or Vice President at least 1hr before meeting).

3. Absent from fourth consecutive meeting/activity----------- $50.00 each one thereafter

4. Late dues not paid by meeting --------------------------------- $5.00

5. Members not wearing colors to a event ---------------------- $10.00

6. Leaving your key in your motorcycle ------------------------ $5.00

13.  FINANCES:

1. Monies received into the club will be placed in an account in the name of the club.

2. The Treasurer, upon approval of the President will make expenditures.

3. Checks must bear two signatures, the President, the Treasurer or the Vice President prior to issuance.

4. The treasurer is held responsible and accountable for expenditure of all monies and to maintain appropriate logs of bank balances.

5. The President and Treasurer shall conduct an annual audit of all financial transactions.

6. Financial reports will be submitted at each monthly meeting.

7. The club will not incur any financial obligations, which it does not have the funds to meet, unless approval of majority membership is obtained.  The members of this club will be responsible for approved obligations incurred by the club, even though the funds may have been re-designed or dissolved.

8. Before any financial commitment can be made involving the club, it must be brought before the membership or the Executive Board and receive approval.

9. The Treasurer upon approval of the President will make single expenditures in amounts less than $50.00. Single expenditures, in excess of $50.00 shall be voted and approved by club members unless it is a time constraint matter and immediate action is required, Then the Executive Board will vote on decision.

   16.  DUTIES OF OFFICERS

16.1 Duties of the President

· Preside at all club meetings, functions and activities

· See to the enforcement of the objectives and purpose of this organization

· Coordinate, direct, and manage the business functions and activities of the club as required to ensure continuity and success of club objectives

· Appoint committees and designate chairpersons as necessary to accomplish club objectives

· The President shall inform the Vice President when unable to preside at any meeting.

16.2 Duties of the Vice President

· To perform the duties of the President in case of absence or inability to serve

· Serve as the Activities Coordinator in scheduling; planning, and ensuring proper arrangements are made for all club-sponsored activities and events

· As necessary performs other duties which may be assigned by the President. 

16.3 Duties of the Treasurer

· Assist the Keeper of Records/Historian in maintaining an up to date membership list and provide membership materials to the Secretary as required

· Coordinate replacement expenditures through the Board of Directors

· Receive, record, and report all monies or property donated to, paid to, or owned by the organization

· The Treasurer shall be authorized to maintain bank accounts in the name of the club

· Keep an account of all receipts and disbursements so that a statement of the financial condition of the club is available upon request by the officers or general membership

· Prepare a quarterly report for the President and an annual financial report in December for the Board of Directors and all members.

· Ensure the club complies with all Federal and State of Alabama requirements governing non-profit organizations

16.4 Duties of the Keeper of Records/Historian

· Keep a record of the minutes of the membership, business meetings and other events of the organization

· Maintain an up to date official membership list and ensure that new members are notified of their acceptance and provided with a copy of the bylaws, membership cards, and information to purchase a club patch.

· The duties shall be coordinated with the assistance of the Treasurer

· Coordinate and prepare communications required of the organization and maintain an official history of club documents and official actions

· Coordinate and perform such other duties as assigned by the President.

16.5 Duties of the Public Relations Officer

· Ensure that club information is distributed to club members in a timely fashion.

· Any other tasks delegated by the Board of Directors.

· Maintain a file of all newsletters in either an electronic or paper copy.

· Any other tasks delegated by the Board of Directors.
16.6 Duties of the Road Captain

· Responsible for all the planning associated with sanctioned runs involving the club members.
· Responsible for assimilating all information required and needed for his/her club run.
· Lead the club's members on all club runs. Road Captain will work directly for and with the Vice President in discussing anything associated with club runs and its logistics.
· Will work directly with the Sergeant at Arms in discussing security and safety issues. Will assist the Sergeant at Arms if requested by him/her in handling any potential problems with members or civilians on runs, functions and club event
· Assistant Road Captains can be appointed by the designated Road Captain to assist him/her in runs. Depending on the Chapter's membership, these Assistant Road Captains can be temporary (for that particular run) or permanent positions.
16.6 Duties of the Sergeant at Arms

· Assist with the professional, public appearance and behavior of the Chapter members while on a run, function or club event. They also assist with keeping order of all members while at meetings.
· Will concentrate on the member’s personal appearance and the "behavior" of members while dealing with the public and other members on a run, function or club event. Are responsible in keeping order among the members on a run, function or club event
· Responsible for the safety and security of the Chapter's members. Sergeant at Arms is the designated one to retrieve any and all patches from members who resign or whose membership is cancelled. He/she will work directly with the Road Captain in discussing any potential problems with members or civilians on runs, functions and club events.
· Assist the Sergeant at Arms if requested by him/her in handling any potential problems with members or civilians on runs, functions and club events. Sergeant at Arms will pay particular attention to the safety and security of all Official position holders while on a run, function or club event.
